This year’s winner of the Management/Executive award is John Chapman.  John, please come up and join us.

A native of Port Arthur, Texas, John served in the US Army from 1969 to 1971.  In October 1975, John began his Government civilian career as an Army Materiel Command intern at Red River Army Depot.  Upon completion of his formal course work, he transferred to the US Army Missile Command where he was employed by the Missile Logistics Center, now known as the Integrated Materiel Management Center (IMMC).  John built upon his military service and education to successfully serve in a variety of positions, developing the breadth of experience, detailed technical knowledge, and leadership skills that unite to capture an understanding of logistics that is unchallenged.  

John’s assignments include 3 years in the Patriot Project Office and 2 years in the Non-Line of Sight Project Management Office as the Logistics Division Chief.
